SBRE ANNUAL SCHOLARSHIP GOLF TOURNAMENT
Game rules (Four person Scramble Format Rules):
Each person hits their own ball off the tee.
Team captain decides which is the best ball to play for the next shot.

After decision is made, the remaining three players pick up their balls and move to the
location of the best shot.

All four players hit from this area (Must be within one club length of ball spot and not
placed closer to the hole).

If chosen ball is located in a hazard, then all players must hit from this area.

The best shot is repeated in the green (you must place your ball within 6-inches of best
ball location and not any closer to the hole).

In order to speed up play, the team captain should decide which ball to play on the way to
the ball, when possible.

There is only one score per team.
In case of a tie, there will be a scorecard playoff.
Other important information:

On the longest drive, the ball must be in the fairway and not in the rough.

The shotgun start is 10:30 a.m. and players must be ready to play at that time. If a
player is not there, then you will start with the remaining team members and alternate
shots to make up the 4™ shot.

If for some reason a player has to leave early, the same rule will apply as above.

We are replying on the honor system so please understand the game rules, which we
have set forth.

Other information on rules may be added to this list and given to the team captains the
day of the tournament.
